Tim Depm-tment of Energy and Environmental Protection (the Depaltlnent) hereby gives notice that it has made a final
administrative determination regarding the Connecticut Yankee Atomic Power Company (CYAPCO) facility (the Site)
located at 362 Injun Hollow Road, East Hampton, Connecticut to:

1.  terminate Stewardship Permit No. DEP/HWM/CS-061-002, issued to CYAPCO on October 23, 2007 in
accordance with Comaeeticut General Statutes (CGS) Sections 22a-6, 22a-449(e) and 22a-454, and Section 22a-
449(e)-110 of the Regulations of Commecticut State Agencies (RCSA);

2.  release the CYAPCO facility from finmaeial assurance in accordance with Title 40 of the Code of Federal
Regulations (40 CFR) Part 264, Subpart H;

. provide apwoval of CYAPCO's determination that no additional remedial actions were needed at the Site to
meet the requh'einents of Sections 22a-1331ÿ-1 to 22a-1331c-3, inclusive, ofthe RCSA (the RSRs). CYAPCO's
determination was based on the report titled "Corrective Action Completion Report" (the Report), approved by
the Department on July 16, 2014.

Specifically, the Department has determined, after providing an opportunity for public comment, that CYAPCO has
satisfied its' Stewardship Permit obligations. The basis for this determination is summarized in the Fact Sheet dated
July l 6, 2014 that accompanied the Notice of Tentative Deternfination that was public noticed on July 18, 2014.

Pnrsumlt to CGS Section 22a-6h and RCSA Section 22a-449(c)-110, the tentative determination proposfilg this decision
appeared in the Classified Section of the Hartford Courant on July 18, 2014. Additionally, the tentative determination
was aired on radio station WTIC 1080 AM three times on July 18, 2014. A public informational meeting and public
hem'ing were held on Angust 25, 2014. Comments received during the public hearifig and public comment period were
considered before this determination beealne final.

Consequently, the tentative determination is now final and CYAPCO is no longer required to maintain financial
assurance pursuant to 40 CFR 264, Subpm't H. hi addition, the remediation completed satisfies CYAPCO's obligations
under the Voluntary Remediation Program, 22a-133x of the CGS and no fiÿrther action is necessary to meet the
requirements of the RSRs.
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The Report may be used as the basis for submitting a Form II pursuant to CGS Sections 22a-I34 to 22a-134e, inclusive,
provided there has been 11o additional discharge, spillage, uncontrolled loss, seepage or filtration of hazardous waste at
o1" on the Site subsequent to the date of this determination.

Nothhlg in this determination shall affect the authority of the Commissioner under any other statute or regulation,
including, but not limited to, any authority to institute any proceeding, or take any other action to prevent or abate
pollution, to recover costs and natural resource damages, and to hnpose penalties for violations of law, if any. If at any
time file Commissioner determines that the actions at the Site have not fldly characterized the extent and degree of
pollution or have not successfidly abated or prevented pollution, the Colmnissioner may institute any proceeding, or
take any action to require fnrther investigation or further action to prevent or abate pollution.
